
This week a number of our team attended a lecture by Chris Clarke 

presenting the findings of the recent Faith and Belief study in NZ.  

See https://faithandbeliefstudynz.org   It is clear that this post 

Christian world is a challenging place for mission.  I’m glad we 

have a wonderful risen Saviour. 

The study identified that while some people who are not Christians 

are open to conversations about Jesus, they perceive big issues 

which discourage them from exploring Christianity: teaching on 

homosexuality, hell and condemnation, suffering, the role of women, and             

supernatural aspects of Christianity.  Unfortunately the behaviour of Christians can 

also be a barrier.  Those surveyed named: Church abuse, hypocrisy, religious wars, 

judging others and issues around money. 

The survey points to the need for Christians to have a humble respectful attitude to 

others, while being ready to talk about Jesus and their own story of faith rather than 

the institution of the church.  This confirms the appropriateness of our “What’s the 

Story?” framework for sharing faith in our day. 

Another observation was the trend for younger generations to know less and less 

about the church and be less involved in faith communities.  This highlights the   

importance of us helping children and young people grow in their faith.  We do 

pray for all those involved in this important work: parents, grandparents, youth and 

children’s ministry people.  May God grow people of faith through us all.
